KEEPING YOUR BONES STRONG

Osteoporosis is a disease that leads to loss of bone
mass and causes bones to weaken and fracture. In
women it is a major health issue. Nearly one in two
women will develop an osteoporosis fracture after the
age of fifty. Pennsylvania falls in the top five states for
high rates for osteoporosis.

The following groups of people are at higher risk for
bone loss:

Women: Osteoporosis is six times more common in

women.
Menopause: Women are at greater risk after
menopause due to loss of estrogen. The most

dramatic loss of bone occurs in the first five to ten
years after menopause.

Men:A history of low Testosterone levels increases
risk.

Medications: Use of corticosteroids, anti-convulsants,
excessive thyroid medications are known to increase
risk.

Physical Inactivity: Lack of regular weight bearing
exercise (less than four hours per day on feet)
increases risk.

Calcium _and Vitamin D: Low intake of Vitamin D and
Calcium to be absorbed in the bone.

Housebound: Lack of sunlight exposure (less than
fifteen minutes a day) reduces production of Vitamin
D.

Smoking and Alcohol: Consumption of one or both
reduces the body absorption of calcium and increases
risk. Stop smoking, limit caffeine and alcohol.

What can you do? Seek early treatment.

1. Have a Bone Density Test if you have risk factors.
Ensure adequate intake for Vitamin D - 400 iu and
1200 mg Calcium.

2.Be physically active and get regular weight-bearing
exercise.
