WORDS FROM  
FATHER MICHAEL 
Today we celebrate the Exaltation of 
the Holy Cross. This feast celebrates 
the finding of the remains of the cross 
on which Jesus died by St. Helena 
during a pilgrimage she made to Jerusalem in the 
third century. There is something very down to 
earth about this feast: we venerate a piece of wood. 
Just as we cherish some object that belonged to a 
beloved relative or friend, so now we prize this 
wood stained by Christ’s blood. 
The sign of the cross binds together contradictory 
ideas, death and life. With the cross, we believers 
find the sign that sets us free. The cross is not 
something magical, but rather a very concrete re-
minder of the depths that God descended in order to 
save us. 
Having a crucifix in the house, making the sing of 
the cross at grace, venerating the cross on Good 
Friday – all are ways by which we can witness to the 
exaltation of the cross in our daily lives. But most 
important of all is to witness to Christ’s sacrificial 
love in our family or community and to show that 
we are grateful for the costly way he earned our sal-
vation. By his wounds we were healed.

MASS MANNERS - CHURCH ETIQUETTE 
Prepare to Worship: 
In order to worship properly during Mass, Silence is Golden, 
this is a perfect rule. According to the instructions given to us 
by John Paul II, Sacred Silence even before the celebration 
itself is to be observed in the church, in the sacristy and so that 
all may dispose themselves for the sacred rites. Only in 
silence can your heart speak to God and God to your heart. 
So in preparing to worship, greet God in the silence that is 
yours and yours alone. If you are a parent introduce your 
children to those special, private moments with God by 
reminding them to be quiet. Parents simply need to be parents 
and by example enforce positive behaviors not allowing the 
children to kick pews, throw toys, or engage in other disruptive 
behaviors, which are distracting to other people, including the 
priest. We have two cry rooms where parents can take their 
children, teach them to behave during Mass and still 
participate in the Mass. This room is an extension of the 
church it is not a playroom. This is God’s House and Jesus 
loves and welcomes all children, we are to show and teach 
them how to respect God. 
Prepare for Holy Communion: 
When preparing to receive Holy Communion, we should 
always reverently be totally conscious that we are receiving 
OUR  LORD. Again, our preparation begins at home. If 
receiving on the hand, our hands must be clean. Right -handed 
people should place their left hand on top of their right hand 
(palm up) to receive the Host. After the Host is put onto this 
human “throne” the right hand becomes free to gently take the 
Host from the left palm and place it into your mouth with 
reverence. Left-handed people should use the same gesture 
with the opposite hands. NEVER should anyone “grab” for the 
Host with the thumb or forefinger and  NEVER should the Host 
be “popped” into the mouth from the palm. If receiving by the 
tongue the mouth should be opened wide with the tongue 
gently resting on the lower lip. NEVER should one simply stick 
one’s tongue out leaving no place for the HOST to rest. After 
receiving the Sacred Host we should consume it immediately, 
even before turning to the pew. Receiving Holy Communion is 
receiving OUR LORD.  We are in the real presence of God. 
We are truly having an encounter with God. This is the 
miracle that happens at every Mass and many of us seem to 
miss it.
