MASS MANNERS - CHURCH ETIQUETTE 
Visit with God: 
Our God is  an awesome God and He comes to be with us 
whenever two or more are gathered in His name. Most 
especially, He comes to us in Holy Communion. Since we 
have consciously presented ourselves for an encounter with 
God, each of us must give thanks for the precious gift received 
and allow God’s grace to fill our souls. REMEMBER, Mass is 
NOT OVER because you have received the Holy Eucharistic. 
It is tragic to see people leave right after Communion, not 
because of an emergency, but because they want to get out of 
the parking lot. Since Judas was the first person to leave 
Mass early, at the Last Supper, we should NOT use Judas 
for a role model! To give the Lord one hour - and usually 
less - for the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is really not much of 
a sacrifice on our part! Ask yourself how you would feel if 
someone left your home in the middle of a meal without even 
saying thank you! After receiving our Blessed Lord, take time 
to visit with Him and express your appreciation for the 
countless ways that He is with you even when you are NOT 
conscious of His Presence.  
We Give Thanks: 
As we receive our Blessed Lord in Holy Communion, let us 
remember to be truly, consciously grateful for all the ways He 
is present to us! In today’s society, we seldom hear the words 
“please” and “thank you”. We are, therefore, not surprised that 
this lack of manners has entered our church. As we visit with 
Jesus, in our hearts, let us slow down our innermost being 
and thank God for everything brought to us at this point in 
our day starting with the very air we breathe, life. We were 
blessed with the ability to attend Mass and worship. If we 
participated in Mass with our whole heart and soul, the graces 
flowed with abundance and we were the recipients of an 
Awesome Gift! We need to remember our manners and thank 
God for sharing His life with us. We should tell Him we love 
Him and believe Him as we expressed in the Creed earlier in 
the Mass. Now is also a good time to ask for continued 
blessings for our families and friends. We share Jesus’ life 
and light and all He asks in return is that we love Him 
enough to be His eyes, ears and voice in a world that fails to 
recognize Him. Make your “thank you” a sacred moment 
between you and your God! This precious time requires that 
you remain in church and in your pew, after receiving our 
Blessed Lord in Holy Communion.
