WORDS FROM 
FATHER MICHAEL 
Today is the anniversary of the dedi-
cation of the Lateran Basilica, which 
was erected by the Emperor Con-
stantine, it has been observed on 
this day since the twelfth century. The basilica of 
Saint John Lateran, the cathedral of the Pope as 
bishop of Rome, is called the “mother church” of 
Rome and the world. As such, it is a visible symbol 
of the universal Church. It calls us to look toward 
the house of God in the new Jerusalem toward 
which the earthly Church is in pilgrimage. This is a 
feast to celebrate the endurance of the holy Catholic 
Church. It isn’t about a building. It is about us, the 
people of God, the church. We are God’s building, 
built on the foundation of Jesus Christ. We are in-
vited to think of the holy place of God’s presence in 
terms of flesh and blood rather then bricks and mor-
tar. You and I, and all who gather, become that holy 
place by virtue of our drawing together in faith and 
because of God’s promise through Jesus to be pre-
sent. Just as we enter into our church, so also does 
God enter into our souls.
