WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

What does it mean to be blessed? What makes a
good Christian? In the second reading St. Paul calls
us children of the light and of the day. The worthy
wife in the first reading from Proverbs and the good
and faithful servants in Jesus’ parable in the Gospel
of Matthew give us simple descriptions of the
blessed children of light.

In contrast, we also have a picture of a man who
was too lazy to live a blessed life. Yes, too lazy!
There is nothing lazy about the worthy wife, but you
might not recognize how hard the men in Jesus’ par-
able worked to invest their talents. The talents used
as money in the Roman Empire were not small
coins, but were large metal rounds each weighing
ninety-four pounds! Go back and reread the parable
with that picture in mind. The third man reported
that he was “afraid,” but it looks like he was lazy. Is
it possible that sometimes the gifts we have been
given are just too much trouble? Not if we are chil-
dren of the light and of the day!
