Let us talk TURKEY. The bird is on everyone’s

table at this time of year. It is an American tradition

dating way back to the Pilgrims. The following are

some facts and healthy common sense guidelines

about that holiday bird.

% TURKEY is about the leanest of all meats.

% TURKEY, which is skinless in a three-ounce
portion, contains 120 calories.

% TURKEY, which is three ounces with the skin
removed, has 5% fat.

% TURKEY skinless dark meat has twice as much
fat as skinless light meat.

% TURKEY should be thawed in the refrigerator 24
hours before use.

% TURKEY can be thawed immersed in cold water.
Change water every 30 minutes.

% TURKEY should be stuffed right before cooking.

% TURKEY cooked without stuffing is easier and
safer.

% TURKEY breast should be cooked to 180
degrees, stuffing 165 degrees.

% TURKEY should not sit around on the table after
dinner.

% TURKEY should be wrapped and refrigerated or
frozen.

% TURKEY stuffing should be stored separate from
the turkey meat.
