SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT

WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

Advent reminds us that Jesus came as a
voice from the silence, as if some sort of divine
whisper was finally shouted from the roof-tops. He
came as a vision for the human race hinted at long
before by the prophet Isaiah, of a time when God
would come shepherding and feeding this flock with
what they needed, carrying them out of lost fields
and into healing and life just as He has promised.

In our own day that voice will not be silenced. It
calls nations to live with compassion and govern-
ments to rule with justice. It dares us to clothe ene-
mies with mercy and the poor with our own abun-
dance simply because Jesus once did so and we
cannot ignore the sound of his voice.

It may be that in our own day one cannot be the
voice Jesus was, perhaps because of fear or lack of
courage, perhaps because of uncertainty or even
struggling faith. Yet whatever the reason, it may
well be enough to be John the Baptist, to be one
more who stands in the wilderness and points to the
voice, one who calls attention to it lest it be muffled
in silence.

ADVENT

As Catholics, we prepare for Christmas by celebrant-
ing the season of Advent in the four weeks preced-
ing Christmas. We hear John the Baptist, echoing
the prophets of Israel, calling us to prepare the way
for the coming of the Lord in our lives now, and to
look for fulfillment in his kingdom in the future.
1.Use an Advent Wreath. The circular wreath re-
minds us of God’s eternal nature and lit candles
remind us of Christ the light of the world.
2.Make a Jesse Tree which is a way to remember
the roots of Jesus in Israel, noting the important
aspects of Salvation History.
3. Countdown to Christmas with an Advent Calendar.
4. Celebrate God’s mercy. As we prepare for Christ,
the light of the world during Advent, why not re-
move the darkness of sin from our lives by cele-
brating the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

GUIDELINES FOR THE
RECEPTION OF COMMUNION

The guidelines for the reception of the Holy Eucharist and Precious

Blood can be found inside the front cover of Today's Missal.
As Catholics, we should fully participate in the
celebration of the Mass by receiving Holy
Communion. A person who is conscious of grave
sin is not to receive the Body or Blood of Christ
without prior sacramental confession, except for a
grave reason where there is no opportunity for
confession. In this situation, the person is to be
mindful of the obligation to make an act of perfect
contrition; including the intention of confessing as
soon as possible (Code of Canon Law, # 916). One
should fast from food consumption for one hour
before receiving the Holy Eucharist, if possible. A
frequent reception of the Sacrament of
Reconciliation is encouraged for all.
