WORDS FROM  
FATHER MICHAEL 
In my travels I have visited many 
holy sites including the little town 
of Bethlehem where Jesus was born. It was in Beth-
lehem that I purchased a beautiful crèche that was 
made by local artists with olive wood. It is this 
crèche that holds the figures of the first Christmas 
story. It was this little insignificant stable that held 
the greatest gift for all of us. Jesus is God’s gift of 
love for us. 
 

It is good for our families to have a crèche in our 
homes to remind us that God was willing to become 
one of us. It is even more important to open our 
hearts to allow Jesus to enter our lives. 
 

God’s choice of a place to live among us is breath-
taking – he didn’t need a palace or a temple. God 
came to dwell with us in the body of a woman, in 
the sinless Virgin Mary. He continues to live within 
each of us if we open our lives to him. This is the 
true meaning of Christmas – God became one of us 
and made his dwelling among us.

THE DISMISSAL RITE 
A C.C.D. teacher asked students in her Confirmation 
class which part of the Liturgy, or Mass, was the most 
important part. She was not prepared for the answer 
from one of the students. The youth said, “The Dismissal 
Rite is the most important part of the Mass.” Why do 
you say that? Asked the teacher. The teenager replied, 
“The purpose of the Eucharist is to nourish us with the 
Word of the Lord and the Body and Blood of the Lord, so 
that we may go forth to bear witness to the Lord and to 
bring the kingdom of God into existence.” The student 
continued, “The Eucharist does not end with the 
Dismissal Rite, in a sense, it begins with it. We must go 
forth and proclaim to the world what the disciples of 
Emmaus did. We must proclaim that Jesus lives on.” The 
Youth was absolutely correct. This is the message the 
world must hear. If we don’t deliver this message to the 
world, we have failed in our mission as Jesus’ disciples. 
In a very true sense, the Dismissal Rite is the most 
important part of the Mass. The dismissal rite includes a 
final blessing, the sending forth, and usually a closing 
song as the priest and servers recess out.
