BAPTISM OF OUR LORD JESUS JANUARY 11, 2009 

WORDS FROM 
FATHER MICHAEL 
Today’s feast of the Baptism of the 
Lord concludes the season of Christ-
mas and the beginning of the public ministry of Je-
sus. Christmas is a celebration of the Incarnation; 
the coming of the Son of God in human flesh and 
Jesus’ baptism is part of God’s plan in revealing his 
presence. 
At Jesus’ baptism a voice calls forth from heaven 
affirming Jesus as “my beloved Son.” There are not 
many words that could fill us with more joy than do 
words of praise from a parent. Those who have 
never heard such words spend much of their lives 
seeking approval. On the other hand, those who 
hear parental praise too often, given for every insig-
nificant achievement, may stop noticing it or re-
sponding to it. How lovely today to hear how the 
Father praised his son, Jesus, to know how beloved 
he was and how pleasing his Father found him. Our 
faith story is not about a distant God or an abstract 
concept. Our God is Trinity – Father, Son and Spirit 
– in relationship with each other, communicating 
together, loving and pleasing each other!

WINTER HEALTH AND SAFETY TIPS 
Exposure to cold can cause injury or serious illness such 
as frostbite or hypothermia. The likelihood of injury or 
illness depends on factors such as physical activity, 
clothing, wind, humidity, working and living conditions 
and a person’s age and state of health. Follow these tips 
to stay safe in cold weather. 
Dress appropriately before going outdoors. The air 
temperature does not have to be below freezing for 
someone to experience cold emergencies such as 
hypothermia and frostbite. Wind speed can create 
dangerously cold conditions even when the temperature 
is not that low. 
Dress in layers so you can adjust to changing conditions. 
Avoid overdressing or overexrtion that can lead to heat 
illness.  
Most of your body heat is lost through your head so 
wear a hat, preferably one that covers your ears. 
Mittens provide more warmth to your hands than gloves. 
Wear waterproof, insulted boots to help avoid 
hypothermia or frostbite by keeping your feet warm and 
dry and to maintain your footing in ice and snow.  
Get out of wet clothes immediately and warm the core 
body temperature with a blanket or warm fluids like hot 
cider or soup. Avoid drinking caffeine or alcohol if you 
expect you or someone you are trying to help has 
hypothermia or frostbite.  
Recognize the symptoms of hypothermia that can be a 
serious medical condition: confusion, dizziness, 
exhaustion and severe shivering. Seek medical attention 
immediately if you have these symptoms. 
Recognize frostbite warning signs: gray, white or yellow 
skin discoloration, numbness, waxy feeling skin. Seek 
medical attention immediately if you have these
