WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

Today marks the Conversion of St.
Paul. This day has been a feast
day in the Church for centuries. In this Year of St.
Paul, proclaimed by Pope Benedict XVI, this conver-
sion is recognized as a pivotal event in Church his-
tory. It could be argued that without St. Paul the
Church might never have taken root and thrived as
it has. Next to Jesus, no other person had a larger
hand in shaping the infant Church that grew from a
relatively small rural movement on the far eastern
border of the Roman Empire to a network of com-
munities stretching across the cities of the Roman
Empire from Jerusalem to Rome. Today’s first read-
ing tells the astonishing story of the faithful Jew,
Saul, confronted by the risen Jesus, who turned his
whole world upside down. It is today’s Gospel that
provides the real context for the story — Jesus gave
all his followers the mandate to go out to the whole
world and proclaim the Good News. Has anyone be-
fore or since done this so completely and effec-
tively? In St. Paul’s travels he took Christ's message
to far corners of the Roman world. With his writings
he not only taught the people he had visited, but
every member of the Church who would read his
letters down to the present day.
