WORDS FROM DRIVING OUT
FATHER MICHAEL

It is a funny world we live in. The
language of demons seems

strange, but we have them. In Jesus’ day he was

busy curing the illnesses and driving out demons
that were around him. Jesus, faced with crowds of
people in great need, announced, “For this purpose
I have come.” Jesus reveals who he is when he
gives sight to the blind, enables the lame to walk,
the deaf to hear and gives the possessed freedom.

SACRAMENT OF HOLY MATRIMONY

What is Catholic Christian Marriage? Catholic
Christian Marriage can be described in several
ways. It's a personal relationship of permanently
committed love. It's a symbol of the unbreakable
union between Christ and His Church. The intimate
partnership of married life and love has been
established by the Creator and qualified by His
laws. It is rooted in the conjugal covenant of
irrevocable personal consent. Hence, by that
human act whereby spouses mutually bestow and
accept each other. Upon receiving the Holy
Eucharist a relationship arises which by divine will
and in the eyes of society will be a lasting one. For
the good of the spouses and their offspring as well
as of society, the existence of this sacred bond no
longer depends on human decisions alone.

With that, the Church teaches that:

1. Marriage is a covenant.

2.The covenant of marriage is created by God and
it is entered into by the couple when they
exchange their vows.

3.The consent to marriage is irrevocable; it cannot
be broken by changing your mind, changes in
feelings, or even by subsequent sin. The
commitment of marriage is a family commitment
open-ended and unlimited.

The open-ended character of the marriage

covenant is expressed in the traditional vows or

promises of marriage: for richer and for poorer, in

sickness and in health, for better and for worse,

until death do us part. It does not establish a “deal”

only a family. “Marriage is a God created

relationship; it has been established by the

Creator and qualified by His Laws.”
