WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

“Here comes the sun...” The calendar
says it's Spring. We notice that with each
day there is a bit more daylight.

One of the dominant im-
ages this Sunday is the contrast between light and
dark. It calls to mind the light that is Christ.
