WORDS FROM  
FATHER MICHAEL 
In the book, 101 Things You Should Do 
Before Going to Heaven, the authors 
David Bordon and Tom Winters write 
that one of those things is to spend a 
day alone with God. Like the Greeks who traveled to 
Jerusalem in today’s Gospel, we all must come down 
the “Yellow Brick Road” of our lives to seek and find 
our God. One day alone with God may allow us to 
really find God, perhaps for the first time. In a par-
able, Jesus told the Greeks that the seed of promise 
within us cannot bear fruit unless we die to our-
selves. We must give up what we usually do to 
make time for this one day with God. By stepping 
away from ourselves, we step into the light of God’s 
presence. 
Belonging to Jesus and believing in him leads to par-
ticipation in his hour and all that his hour, his suffer-
ing, death and resurrection, signifies. Jesus de-
scribed this process as losing one’s life in the service 
of others. This is the dying that Jesus asks of us. 
Are we willing?
