WORDS FROM 
FATHER MICHAEL 
“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, who in his great mercy gave us a new birth 
to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ from the dead.” (1Peter 1:3) 
 

As we continue our Lord’s resurrection and the 
Easter season, we hear about the great mercy of 
our Lord. With all the troubles in the world with  
wars, the economy, and our own daily struggles, it 
is good to know that we have a loving God who ca-
res for us very much, whose mercy extends to all. 
 

Praying for mercy and peace, growing in heroic faith 
and hope, and loving with a self-sacrificing generos-
ity is ultimately the Christian path to holiness and a 
life of true peace. St. Faustina wrote in her spiritual 
diary, “Mankind will not experience peace until it 
turns with trust to God’s mercy.” Please join us to-
day in praying for peace through God’s mercy in the 
conclusion of the Divine Mercy Novena today.

Tips on inviting friends and family to the Catholic Church 
or back to the church. 
 

SET A GOOD EXAMPLE  
Focus on your one faith experience. Do you constantly 
criticize the Church? Or do you project a sense of joy, 
peace, love and enthusiasm? 
Pray for the person. 
Love unconditionally. When the rich young man walked 
away, Jesus looked at him with love. 
Invite them not only to Mass but also to parish lectures, 
concerts, social events, Scripture study and even service 
projects. 
Do Not nag - it never works. 
Stay Informed to make sure you have correct 
information when talking to someone who is away from 
the Church or is interested in the Church. 
Help people who are thinking about returning to the 
Church find a parish where they feel comfortable. 
Sometimes people who have been involved with 
Pentecostals do best in a charismatic parish. People who 
have been in fundamentalist churches may want a parish 
with Scripture study. Some like the anonymity of a large, 
suburban parish. Some seek the intimacy of a small 
parish . Some  look for traditional liturgies or devotions. 
Others look for a way to work toward social justice. Allow 
the HOLY SPIRIT to work through you. Before long, 
you’ll begin to see that people will be attracted to the 
Church because they want the faith, the love and the 
peace you possess.
