WELLNESS TIP OF THE WEEK

A joyful heart is the health of the body, but a

depressed spirit dries up the bones. Proverbs

17:22. HUMOR has therapeutic value when it

comes to improving physical and mental health. HUMOR has
the capability of reducing anxiety and tensions as well as
providing a SIMPLE POSITIVE COPING MECHANISM for
stressful situations. HUMOR can ‘break the ice’ and reduce the
fear of unfamiliar situations. HUMOR can lift the spirit, inspire
hope and establish warm relationships.

Norman Cousins, was healed from a serious illness by using
humor and laughter, he stated that laughter “accomplishes one
very essential purpose. It tends to block deep feelings of
apprehension and even panic that all too frequently accompany
serious illness. It helps free the body of the constricting effects
of the negative emotions that in turn may impair the healing
system.”

Research reports that with laughter there is an increase in
brain chemicals called endorphins, the body’s natural opiates.
This rush of endorphins makes people feel better after
laughing. A good laugh is similar to moderate exercise. The
muscles of the abdomen, chest, shoulders contract and there is
an increase in respiratory rate, heart rate and blood pressure.
When the laughter stops the muscles are relaxed and the heart
rate and blood pressure go below normal. There is profound
muscle relaxation and a sense of physical, emotional and
spiritual well being. These are clear signs of reduced stress.
Some feel that laughter contributes to living longer because it
is associated with the reduction of stress and high blood
pressure. Make laughter a part of decreasing stress, staying
well and recovering from illness. A sense of HUMOR along
with other inner resources such as faith and optimism are
strong forces for better health and well-being.

Suggestions to get more HUMOR into life:

© Collect cartoons and jokes. Share them with friends and
family.

© Hang out with people who laugh. Find joy in living.

© Look for humor. You will find it.

© Lighten up. You will feel free.

© Laugh at life and yourself.

© Observe the craziness around you.

© Collect smiley faces and give them away.

© Be playful. Spend time with children.

© Be silly and spontaneous.
