At Confirmation we are sealed with the sevenfold 
Gifts of the Holy Spirit. 
When the Holy Spirit descended upon the disciples, 
the Christian Church was born. Usually when we cele-
brate a birthday we think about presents, and Pente-
cost is no different. The Holy Spirit brought birthday 
presents to the Church - seven presents! 
The book of Isaiah speaks about these presents. They 
are WISDOM, UNDERSTANDING KNOWLEDGE, 
RIGHT JUDGMENT, COURAGE, REVERENCE, and 
WONDER AND AWE in God’s presence. 
 

WISDOM: Being wise is different than being smart, 
for instance, facts about the multiplication tables. If 
we are wise, we know lots of things in our hearts. 
Such as, we know that God loves us and is with us at 
every moment of every day. 
UNDERSTANDING: When we have understanding, 
we know God has a plan for us. And we are able to 
listen to God and follow God’s plan. 
KNOWLEDGE: Knowledge helps us to see the truth. 
Seeing the truth helps us to know God as well as we 
know the members of our families. 
RIGHT JUDGMENT (COUNSEL): With the gift of 
judgment, we can recognize the difference between 
good and evil. We are able to see what is really impor-
tant in life. 
COURAGE (FORTITUDE): With the gift of courage 
God makes us strong enough to say ”yes” to things 
that are good and “no” to things that are bad. 
REVERENCE (PIETY): The gift of reverence opens 
up a quiet place inside of us where we can feel close 
to God, and where we can talk to God. 
WONDER AND AWE IN GOD’S PRESENCE: This 
gift makes us aware of how wonderful and amazing 
God is.
