HOLY EUCHARIST

Church’s Guidelines & Instructions for receiv-

ing the Eucharist:

% A one hour fast is required before receiving Holy
Communion (abstain from food and drink; water
and medicine do not break the fast.)

% Normally, absolution for mortal sins (including de-
liberately missing Sunday Mass without a serious
reason) must be obtained in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation before receiving Holy Communion.

% Persons in invalid Marriages (marriage not recog-
nized by the Church) must not present themselves
for Holy Communion, but should continue to at-
tend Mass and should seek the validation of the
marriage, if possible.

% A simple, reverent head bow is to be made to the
Eucharistic Host and Chalice of Precious Blood BE-
FORE the priest or extraordinary minister of Holy
Communion says “The Body of Christ” or “The
Blood of Christ”. This should be done BEFORE the
priest or extraordinary minister shows the Blessed
Sacrament to the recipient. Then AFTER these
words, the person receiving then says "AMEN.”
