WORDS FROM   
FATHER MICHAEL                        
This weekend we celebrate our 
nation’s independence. Fourth 
of July is a birthday of a great 
idea - not merely the idea of 
independence, not merely the idea of the rights of 
the people, but a profoundly idealistic and pro-
foundly influential charter of liberty and freedom. 
What a gift to be able to pray and worship without 
being persecuted or arrested. But we also know that 
we still need to pray that our freedoms may be pro-
tected and preserved. 
As we gather as family, neighborhood, community, 
and nation to celebrate this day remembering the 
profound freedom that our nation’s ancestors signed 
with their lives, we also gather each Sunday as a 
community of believers in Jesus - the true giver of 
freedom. Jesus laid down his life that we may be 
liberated from the slavery of sin, and through His 
resurrection he opened the gates of heaven. Let us 
not forget the first and great giver of liberty and 
freedom - Jesus Christ. 
 

This weekend, we welcome Fr. Ron Mrozinski who 
comes to us on behalf of Cross International Catho-
lic Outreach.

HEALING THROUGH FORGIVENESS 
Jesus emphasized the importance of forgive-
ness while teaching the disciples. Peter came to 
Jesus and asked, “Lord, how many times shall I  
forgive my brother when he sins against me? Up to 
seven times.” Jesus answered, “I tell you, not seven 
times, but  seventy-seven times.” This answer by 
Jesus makes it clear that forgiveness is not easy for 
us. It’s not a one-time choice and then we auto-
matically live in a state of forgiveness. Forgiveness 
may require a lifetime of forgiving but it is impor-
tant to the Lord. We must continue forgiving until 
the matter is settled in our heart. 

 

Corrie Ten Boom, a Christian woman who survived 
a Nazi concentration camp during the Holocaust, 
said, “Forgiveness is to set a prisoner free, and to 
realize the prisoner was you.”  “We will know the 
work of forgiveness is complete when we experi-
ence the freedom that comes as a result.”

1. Admit it: You’re hurt! 
2. Pray, Pray, Pray. 
3. Decide: You’re ready to let go. 
4. Pray, Pray, Pray. 
5. Reframe: See the story from their side. 
6. Pray, Pray, Pray. 
7. Reflect: What have we learned? 
8. Pray, Pray, Pray 
9. Thank God.
