True disciples of Jesus, like his first
disciples, and even like the prophets of
the Old Covenant, often find themselves where they
didn’t plan to be, doing things they didn't prepare or
expect to do. Worse, they often find a very cold wel-
come from those around them. “Don’t blame me!”
they are tempted to say, as the prophet Amos did
before them. “This wasnt my idea!” Amos was a
farmer, not a prophet. Likewise, the Twelve sent by
Jesus were probably surprised to find themselves
walking off without any food or money and with the
probability that they would be met with some hostil-
ity. It isn't and never will be any different for us, the
disciples of Jesus today. St. Paul assures us that
God chose us in Christ “to be holy and without
blemish.” It was God's idea to use us as a disciple in
the unique ways that we are called to. What are we
going to do about this call we have received?
