POPE BENEDICT EXPLAINS WHY HE CREATED
THE YEAR FOR PRIESTS

Why a year for Priests? Pope Benedict explains that
the Priesthood is an indispensable gift for “the per-
son who receives it, for the entire Church, and that
the humanity of the world would be lost without the
Real Presence of Christ.” Priests are Christ’s ser-
vants, in the sense that their existence, ontologi-
cally configured to Him, has an essentially rela-
tional character. The priest is in Christ and be-
longs to Christ for Christ and with Christ and is
at the service of humankind. We are to SUPPORT]
each priest in their individual struggles to-
wards spiritual perfection, upon which the ef-
fectiveness of their ministry particularly depends.
We must pray for and help priests, and through
them the entire People of God, will rediscover and
revive an awareness of the extraordinary and indis-
pensable gift of the grace God has given us
through this ministry of His Priesthood. “In a
world in which the common view of life leaves ever
less space for the sacred, in place of which
“functionality” becomes the only decisive category,
the Catholic concept of priesthood could risk losing
its due regard, sometimes even in the ecclesial con-
science,” the Holy Father cautioned. Our Holy Fa-
ther concluded by expressing his hope that the Year
of the Priests may lead all the clergy to identify
themselves completely with Christ who died and
rose again, so that, imitating St. John the Baptist,
they maybe ready to ‘diminish’ following the exam-
ple of St. John Vianney, the Cure of Ars, that
Christ may grow and that they may constantly be
aware of their mission, which is both a sign and
presence of the infinite mercy of God.
