These summer Sundays present Jesus
in all his energy at the height of his
ministry, teaching, healing, traveling with his disci-
ples from town to town and attracting crowds wher-
ever he went.

In today’s
Gospel no one else seemed concerned about how
the people were going to eat. Jesus didn't start out
looking for a way to perform an impressive miracle.
He was just looking for a way to meet people’s
needs.

THE SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS

As we continue to pray for priests during this Year For
Priests, it is good to recall what the Sacrament of Holy
Orders really does for the faithful.

The Sacrament of Holy Orders is the Sacrament
through which men receive the power and grace to
perform the sacred duties of bishops, priests, and
deacons. Christ Himself selected and ordained the first
bishops, the Apostles. The Apostles followed the will of
Christ by consecrating other men as bishops and or-
dained priests and deacons. This sacrament produces
in the soul of the recipient an increase of sanctify-
ing grace, sacramental graces to help him in his
ministry, a sacramental character, and supernatu-
ral powers, (especially, the power to change the bread
and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ in the Sacri-
fice of the Mass, and the power to forgive sins in the
Sacrament of Penance.) Holy Orders is a sacrament of
the living and can be received only once. Only a bishop
can confer this Sacrament. By Divine Institution some
among Christ’s faithful are marked through the sacra-
ment of orders with an indelible character and are thus
constituted sacred ministers; thereby they are conse-
crated and deputed so that, each according to his own
grade, they fulfill, in the person of Christ the Head, the
office of teaching, sanctifying and ruling, and so they
nourish the people of God. The hierarchy of the Church is
a divinely instituted reality. It is what Christ, our Lord
and Savior, offered his life to give us. May we not reject
him by rejecting those who he has appointed to serve us
as he served us. PRAY for our priests. Our prayers will
aid them in their ministry of service. We also must PRAY
diligently for a greater response to the sacrament of holy
orders. Without bishops we will have NO priests or dea-
cons, because only a bishop can ordain a priest and dea-
con. Without bishops and priests we also would not have
the sacraments of confirmation, anointing of the sick,
reconciliation and the sacrament of sacraments, the Most
Holy Eucharist. Mary, mother of our true High Priest,
pray for all bishops, priests and deacons.
