 EIGHTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME AUGUST 2, 2009 

WORDS FROM 
FATHER MICHAEL 
As we saw last week, and will for 
the next four weeks, the first 
reading points to an interpreta-
tion of the Gospel. As we hear John’s Bread of Life 
discourse in chapter 6 of his gospel section by sec-
tion, the Church holds up an Old Testament reading 
as a mirror to the Gospel. This week it is part of the 
Exodus story, in which the Hebrew people were ex-
hausted and fed up with Moses and Aaron. But even 
as they complained, God had pity on them and met 
their need for food. The Gospel promises the same – 
God will meet the needs of His people, indeed, in 
ways far beyond what they expect. It is not just 
physical food that is promised, but food that en-
dures to eternal life. Like the Hebrew people during 
the Exodus, like the Jews of Jesus’ time, we want 
something from God. What is our heart’s desire that 
we most pray for? Does it lead us to eternal life?
