WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

As school doors open and the stu-
dents enter a new stage of their edu-

cation there is always much to learn.

Besides learning Spelling, English, Math and SC|ence

the students also have to learn the rules of the
school. I remember in my school days there was no
chewing gum; raise your hand and stand to answer
a question; sit up straight and feet on the floor and
use the bathroom at Recess time only. Today there
are rules about cell phone use, backpack use and no
guns allowed.

Rules, statutes, and commandments help us live in a
society. We recognize that these limits on freedom
make it possible for us to develop a community that
can serve the common good. And yet not every law
carries equal weight.

In today’s Gospel Jesus points out that God's laws
take precedence over human rules. God’s laws are
not just directed at forming external behavior. God'’s
laws were given to us so that we could live as God
intended us to live. As Jesus makes clear, it is one’s
internal attitude that can be in need of improve-
ment. What puts us into a healthy, life-giving rela-
tionship with God is when we treat our neighbor
with kindness, consideration, respect, compassion
and love. It is when we join our inner convictions,
the values we cherish, with our actions. Ultimately,
God’s commandments require a change of heart.

THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION

Pope Benedict XVI encourages Catholics to rediscover
the "“iberating power” of the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion in which an honest confession is met by God's mer-
ciful words of pardon and peace. Since the Second Vati-
can Council and the cultural revolution of the 1960s, the
Sacrament of Reconciliation has experienced a de-
cline. We can list many reasons but not one of them is
that we have stopped sinning! In our permissive society
we have lost the sense of sin. There are many of us who
for many reasons haven't been to confession for a long
time and may not remember how to go, or may not feel
comfortable going. Whatever the reason, we are invited
to come back to Christ. In the Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation, Jesus asks us what He can do for us. After
unburdening our hearts, we will hear Him say “Go in
peace, your faith has made you well.”

Reconciliation is a powerful sacrament in which our
sins committed after Baptism are forgiven. Those who
approach this sacrament obtain pardon from God’s mercy
for the offense committed against Him, and are, at the
same time, reconciled with the Church which they have
wounded by their sins and which by charity, by example,
and by prayer labors for their conversion. The Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation brings forth the goodness of
Our Lord, because having once saved us through Bap-
tism, He might have left us to perish if we again commit-
ted sin. The Sacrament of Reconciliation remits sin
and restores the friendship of God to the soul by means
of the absolution of the priest. Absolution is the form of
prayer or words the priest pronounces over us with up-
lifted hands when Christ, through the priest, for-
gives the sins we have confessed. It is given while we
are saying the Act of Contrition after receiving our Pen-
ance.
To receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation worthily we
are reminded to do the following five things:

Examine conscience

Have sorrow for sin

Make a firm resolution never to offend God

Confess sins to the priest

Accept the penance the priest gives
