FATHER MICHAEL

he had lots of tools, all for doing some
specific job. My dad’s name is Joe and at >
times I think of how my father taught me how to
use those tools. I even broke a special chipping
hammer my dad would use — he was very upset
with me. I also think of how St. Joseph taught Jesus
to use his tools and how Jesus learned about car-
pentry (I wonder if Jesus broke any tools). Work is a
gift that we do in imitating God. Remember how
God worked in creating the world and the heavens
in six days and how he rested on the seventh.

On this Labor Day weekend we rest from the work
we have done. Pope John Paul II wrote on work in
his encyclical — Laborum Exercens. In this letter we
are reminded that when we work we imitate God.
Work is a sharing in God’s own work of creation.
Traditionally work is viewed as a means of earning a
living, feeding the family, providing for one’s welfare
and future and providing security against old age.
Have we ever thought that work is a way to God
and perhaps even a way to help others to God?
When we are working, let us think about Jesus
working in the woodshop and working with his
hands. Think about how our Lord knows what work
is all about.

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GUIDE TO PRAYER IN THE WORKPLACE

“Pray unceasingly,” St. Paul told the Thes-
salonians (1 Thessalonians 5:17), but he
certainly didn't have your workplace in mind. Or did
he? Whether your work is paid or unpaid, socially
meaningful or pure drudgery, whether you love
your job or merely tolerate it, the workplace is not a
place most people think to pray. But where else do
we need it more? Here are a few guidelines for
prayer in the workplace.

Our prayer in the workplace should raise our aware-
ness of the presence of God and allow that aware-
ness to change how we do our work.

Our workplace prayer should be done in the midst
of our work, not in spite of, in addition to, before,
after, away from, or especially instead of doing our
work. Another way of saying this is that our work is
our prayer or becomes our prayer.

Our prayer should enhance our work, not take away
from it. Our work needs to be done, and done well.
“My father continues to work, and so do 1.” said Je-
sus, implying that we should, too (see John 5:17).

Our prayer at work should never disturb or offend
others. We are not praying to be noticed. We are
not trying to convince people of how holy we are or
they should be. Our work and the way we do it is
what they should notice.

CHILDREN’S LITURGY OF THE WORD

Children’s Liturgy of the Word will resume on Sun-
day, September 6th. Children’s Liturgy is a program
in which the children are provided scripture more
suited to their age and a discussion more relevant to
their lives as children. During Sunday Mass, after the
opening prayer, the priest invites the children to fol-
low an adult leader off to a separate area (usually
the Music Room). Children’s Liturgy begins with an
opening prayer, followed by the first reading, and
runs through the prayers of the faithful. At the end
of each Children’s Liturgy, the children are provided
handouts which discuss the message from the day’s
readings, and often provide activities for the chil-
dren to perform to reinforce that message. The chil-
dren typically return to Mass at or shortly after the
offertory collection. For 2009-10, Children’s Liturgy
will be held during the 11:00 a.m. Mass, the first
and third Sundays of the month, through May 2010.
The program is for children in grades K - 3rd, in
order to conduct the Liturgy more effectively, and so
that a single homily and discussion can have mean-
ing for all children participating.
