CATHOLIC FUNERAL

In the last edition of the Pittsburgh Catholic, a
timely article appeared on the front page about a
Catholic funeral. It would be good to review the
reason for a Catholic funeral and what is provided
here at St. Malachy Parish.

In The Rite of Christian Burial, it is stated that,
“the funeral Mass is the Church’s liturgical prayer
for the deceased and its communal support for their
loved ones.” The Church’s consistent belief is that
final judgment belongs to God alone. No one has a
clear insight into what occurs in the last moments
of a person’s life. Few know what a person says
when they have access to a priest for confession on
their deathbed. In the absence of such information,
the Church today chooses to pray for the deceased
and allow God to make the person’s final judg-
ment.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church also provides
information about Christian Funerals that is worth
reading. If you don't have the Catechism, do pur-
chase one at the Parish Office and read what the
Church teaches about the celebration of funerals.

CATHOLIC TEACHING ON THE DEATH PENALTY

Christ calls us to protect life, practice mercy and re-
ject vengeance. Studies show that over 90% of
those on death row are too poor to afford their own
attorney and in some states geography plays a role
in who lives and dies. The criminal justice system is
run by human beings and we make mistakes.
