ANOINTING OF THE SICK

“Are there people sick among you? Let them send for
the priests of the Church, and let the priests pray over
them anointing them with oil in the name of the Lord.
The prayer of the faith will save the sick persons, and
the Lord will raise them up. If they have committed
any sins their sins will be forgiven them.” This direc-
tive comes from St. James’ letter and is the Church’s
call to go to the people who are sick to anoint them in
the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. This sacra-
ment follows the example of Jesus when he healed
those sick who were brought to him.

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, formerly
known as Extreme Unction, is now administered to
anyone with serious or chronic illness, those to have
surgery, not just to those who are near death.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church states:
“The proper effects of the sacrament include a special
grace of healing and comfort to the Christian who is
suffering the infirmities of serious illness or old age,
and the forgiving of the person’s sins.” (Glossary)

Anointing of the Sick refers to the sacramental rites
and prayers used in the pastoral care of someone who
is dying, including anointing of the sick, Penance and
Communion (known as Viaticum, or prayers for a jour-
ney, when administered to the dying).

When there is a need for Anointing of the Sick,
please contact St. Malachy Parish Office or the
hospital chaplain.
