THE SECOND COMMANDMENT

What is the second Commandment?
The second Commandment is: You shall not take the
name of the Lord thy God in vain.
By taking God’s name in vain it means taking it with-
out reverence, as in cursing or using in a light and
careless manner, as in exclamation. We are commanded
by the second commandment to speak with reverence
of God and of the saints, and of all holy things, and to
keep our lawful oaths and vows. An oath or vow is the
calling upon God to witness the truth of what we say.
The second commandment forbids all false, rash, unjust,
and unnecessary oaths, blasphemy, cursing, and profane
words.
Bless the Lord my soul; all my being, bless His
Holy Name! Psalm 103:1.

THE THIRD COMMANDMENT

What is the third Commandment?

The third Commandment is: Remember to keep holy
the Lord’s day.

By the third commandment we are commanded to keep
holy the Lord’s day and the holydays of obligation,
on which we are to give our time to the service and wor-
ship of God. Holydays of obligation are special feasts
of the Church, on which we are bound, under pain of|
mortal sin, to attend Mass and to keep from bodily labors
if possible. However, because of certain circumstances,
such as work, etc. one must make an effort to attend
Mass and should also explain in confession the necessity
of working on holydays.

The first three commandments treat our relationship to
God. The last seven concern our relationship with each
other.
