THIRTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

WORDS FROM
FATHER MICHAEL

Today we are blessed with beau- &
tiful examples of self-sacrifice and
not counting the cost. Two widows share and give
all they have. Eleanor Roosevelt has been quoted as
saying, “"We must do that which we do not think we
can do.” We are challenged to give from our heart,
not only from our pocket; to give that which we do
not recognize as ours to give. Even in these difficult
economic times, using up our whole livelihood is not
something that many of us face. But there are peo-
ple around us that have to make those choices, folks
who have lost a job, suffer huge medical expenses,
or are suddenly without a spouse because of death
or divorce. For some the temptation may be that of
the widow and her son in the first reading, “when
we have eaten what is left, we shall die.” While
Elijah worked a miracle, the Gospel today suggests
that the miracle does not come from outside, but
from within the community that knows those in
need and reaches out.

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS

For over thirty centuries the Ten Commandments
have served as a moral compass to those who
strive to live as God intends. These commands span
the whole of our Judeo-Christian heritage. After
crossing the Red Sea, the people of Israel saw them
as God’s special gift to his special people.

THE FOURTH COMMANDMENT

What is the fourth Commandment?

The fourth Commandment is: Honor your father
and mother.

The word “honor” in this commandment includes
the doing of everything necessary for our parents’
spiritual and temporal welfare, the showing of
proper respect, and the fulfillment of all our duties
to them. We are commanded by the fourth Com-
mandment to honor, love and obey our parents in
all that is not sin. [CCC 2196-2257]

THE FIFTH COMMANDMENT

What is the fifth Commandment?

The fifth Commandment is: You shall not kill.

We know that this commandment forbids the killing
only of human beings because, after giving this
commandment, God commanded that animals be
killed for sacrifice in the temple of Jerusalem, and
God never contradicts Himself. We are commanded
by the fifth Commandment to live in peace and un-
ion with our neighbor, to respect his rights, to seek
his spiritual and bodily welfare, and to take proper
care of our own life and health. [CCC 2258-2330]
