FATHER MICHAEL

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WHY DO WE GO TO SUNDAY MASS?

To keep the faith, we must be firmly founded on
Jesus the Rock (1 Corinthians 3:11) by totally
committing our lives to Him. We observe the third
commandment (Exodus 20:8) and worship God. Je-
sus says in St. Luke’s Gospel 22:14 "Do this in re-
membrance of Me” and the Catholic Church
teaches that we must fulfill this command of Jesus.
(Catholic Catechism #1994).

First of all, the Mass is a sacrifice-perfect sacri-
fice, created by Jesus. Through the priest we offer
Jesus’, Body and Blood, to the Father, just as Jesus
offered Himself to the Father on the cross. The
Mass is also a meal. At the consecration, the
bread and wine, through the power of the Holy
Spirit, become the Body and Blood of Christ. Not a
mere symbol but Jesus’ real flesh and real
blood, under the appearance of bread and wine.
When we receive Holy Communion, we receive Je-
sus Himself.

If we have a correct understanding of the Mass, it
will become more meaningful for us. We will want
to go to Mass. We will understand why the Mass is
God’s precious gift to us, and we wouldn't think
of refusing this gift.
