CHURCH ETIQUETTE - THE SIGN OF PEACE

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal states
very simply “before they share in the same bread,
the people express their love for one another and
beg for peace and unity in the Church and with all
mankind.” The purpose of this gesture is to indicate
that we all have a desire to be at peace with each
other so that we may approach the Eucharist with-
out any conflict or discord in our midst. How do we
accomplish this on a practical level? A smile, or a
nod, accompanied by a verbal expression of peace
can be used. This is an important distinction to
keep in mind because not everyone is comfortable
with a handshake. Several people have pointed out
that people have been coughing, sneezing into their
hand, which they then extend for a handshake. This
time of year is particularly hazardous with more
sickness that can be spread by contact. Let’'s be
responsible, and practical if you are not feeling well,
do not spread your illness to others. If someone
next to you offers a verbal Sign of Peace without a
handshake, please respect their desire to avoid
contact. The purpose of the ritual is to spread
peace, not germs.
