THE DISMISSAL RITE AT MASS

The Dismissal Rite consists of the final blessing, the
sending forth with the words “The Mass is ended, go in
peace” and the Recessional. It seems simple, but there is
so much more to the Dismissal Rite. The Dismissal Rite is
not just words saying it is ok to go now. Certainly the
final blessing is important. Blessings are always
appreciated as bestowing God’s grace upon us. It is done
with the same symbol of our faith that we do at the
beginning of the Mass, the Sign of the Cross.

After the final blessing, the Rite calls for words like “the
Mass is ended, go in peace” or “Go in peace to love and
serve the Lord.” The first can seem like a simple phrase
to tell us it is ok to go. The second reminds us that just
because Mass is over, our relationship with the Lord does
not go on vacation till the next time we come to church.
It reminds us that as we go our way in the world we are
called to serve the Lord, to share what God has given us
and spread God's love. Mass is to give praise and
worship to God. We do not give praise and worship by
not paying attention. We are called to be active
participants in the Mass. Does this mean we must all
come up front and do something? No, active participation
means we pay attention, listening to the words spoken,
reflect on what is going on, and to join in for the
appropriate responses and music not in a mumbly way
but with the enthusiasm of the fire of the Holy Spirit that
burns within us. When we let the fire of the Holy Spirit
burn within us, that is when not only do we give praise
and worship to God but we are revived to go out to love
and serve the Lord. So, the Dismissal Rite is important to
the Mass.

COLLECTION OF PALM

February 17th marks the beginning of LENT with
Ash Wednesday. Traditionally, old palm is collected
and burned to make the ashes used on Ash
Wednesday. Bring any old palm and place it in a box
located in the vestibule of the church.
